Election to the Mahatma Gandhi University Union, 2007-‘08.

Instructions to the Electors/Candidates

1. Election to the Mahatma Gandhi University Union will 

be held in accordance with the system of proportional 

representation by means of single transferable vote.  The 

procedure  in  this  regard  is  laid  down  in  Part  C  – 

Procedure for election without Postal Ballot of Chapter 

44 of the Mahatma Gandhi University Statutes, 1997.

2. Only  the  candidate  or  one  duly  appointed  agent,  who 

shall be an elector, is entitled to be present at the time of 

scrutiny  of  nominations,  polling  and  scrutiny  and 

counting of votes.  The appointment of agents shall be 

got approved by the Returning Officer.  The requests for 

appointment  of  Agents  shall  be  submitted  to  the 

Returning  Officer  sufficiently  in  advance  so  that  the 

Returning  Officer  gets  sufficient  time  to  verify  the 

admissibility.

3. The result will be declared by the Returning Officer at 

the end of the counting. 



4. Candidates/Electors/Agents  shall  not  carry  Mobile 

Phones  inside  the  Hall  during  the  Scrutiny  of 

Nominations,  Polling  and  Scrutiny  and  Counting  of 

Votes. 

5. No Elector/Agent shall enter or leave the Hall without 

the  permission  of  the  Returning  Officer  while  the 

Scrutiny  of  Nominations/Counting  of  Votes  is  in 

progress. 

6. When  disputes  arise,  the  decision  of  the  Returning 

Officer shall be final. 

7. The electors shall bring the Identity Cards issued by the 

University while turning up for scrutiny of nominations, 

polling and scrutiny & counting of votes. 

8. If the Candidate/Agent feels that any procedure adopted 

in  counting  of  votes  by  the  Returning  Officer  is  not 

agreeable,  the  same  can  be  brought  before  the  Vice-

Chancellor by filing an election petition as per rules. 

9. The Returning Officer shall have the power to expel an 

elector/candidate/agent from the Hall, if he finds that the 

conduct  of  that  person  is  a  hindrance  to  the  smooth 



conduct of the scrutiny of  nominations/polling/scrutiny 

and counting of votes. 

10.No canvassing of votes is allowed within a distance of 

100 metres of the Polling Station on the date of Poll.
